Computer Coding

Times are changing and being able to program using
a computer language is becoming increasingly
important. We will be running courses in learning the
basics of visual learning environments such as
Scratch and Build a Block as well as more traditional
textual based languages such as Python. We have a
wide range of systems available to us that will allow
you to learn to code within a gaming environment.

Coursework Catch-up

Throughout the year the ICT faculty runs drop-in sessions either before school, at lunchtime
or after school. This is an opportunity to catch up or to improve ICT coursework which is a
major element in all the courses that we offer. Students have access to a wide range of
hardware and software during these sessions enabling them to develop their practical skills,
improve their work and strive for higher grades. The places are usually for use by anyone,
but sometimes there are instances where individuals will be invited back to target areas that
have been missed.

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Mathematics

Year 7 and 8 Opportunities

All Year 7 students, and Academically Able students in Year 8 will be
encouraged to participate in the UKMT Junior Challenge. This involves
students solving 25 mathematical problems within an hour, competing
against other students nationally. In addition, some Year 8 students will
also be selected to participate in the UKMT Team Challenge, competing
against other local schools in Bromley.

There will be after school homework drop in
sessions where students can bring their
mathematics homework and receive help from a
teacher.

During Enrichment on Thursday afternoons Year
7 and 8 students will have the opportunity to
participate in a Chess and Games club, and also
in a Maths skills club.

Year 9 - 11 Opportunities

Academically Able students in Years 9 and 10 will be encouraged to participate in the UKMT
Intermediate Maths Challenge. This involves students solving 25 mathematical problems
within an hour, competing against other students nationally.

There will be an after school homework drop-in once a week where students can bring their
mathematics homework and receive help from a teacher.

GCSE revision classes will be held after school for Year 11, commencing January 2018.
Academically Able students in Year 11 may be given the opportunity to study after school for
the AQA Level 2 Certificate in Further Mathematics, which will provide them with an
additional GCSE qualification.
